aging population. In an effort to divefy the economy, local leaders are exploring opportunities to
support the agriculture basenarketing the area for retirees, increasing tourism, and creating jobs;
while maintaining the natural beauty of the area.

Custer County was once a mining comntyinAlthough there are some silver deposits, mining has
become stagnant. Today, agriculture has become a mainstay of the community; farms, orchards,
vineyards and cattle and alpaca ranches flourish throughout the county.

In the last decade, the populati®f residents fifty years and older has doubled. The increased aging
population has been a driving factor for local leaders to create opportunities for retirees. Discussions
are underway to market the area as a retirement communitye remote location haalso given rise

to second home purchases.

Recreational opportunities and tourist attractions are two resources Custer County can utilize and
build upon.

Development of the trailwhich connects both Silver Cliff and Westcliffe and encompasses both
communities, will continue.
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Project 6 Regional tourism strategy development

Creation of a regional effort to develop tourism strategies in surrounding communities will increase
tourism and community awareness.

Project7: Additional Hotel/Motel space

As tourism increases, the need for additional hotel space will be vital.

Strategic planning in Custer County will be an ongoing process. Projects identified in the CEDS are long
term, unless otherwise noted, and contingent on available funds. As projects are under taken and
available funds are identified, adjustments may be necessary.

Local leaders will work with their local economic development organizations as well as SCEDD, State
and Federal sources to implement the plan and make adjustments as needed. Funding sources will be
identified and pursued for individual projects. While some projects may not be eligible for EDA funds,
USDA, DOLA, SBA, HUD, Private Foundations and GaB tza K (G KS D2 SNy 2 NDa 27F
researched.

In some cases, a regional approach may be more feasible. Most counties in Southeastern Colorado
lack the funds for matching grants; therefore, a collaborative effort could be beneficial. In those
instances Custer County will work with other counties and regional planners to ensure continuity
between all organizations.

Custer County will report its progress to SCEDD to be included in the annual CEDS updates. As new
opportunities arise, projects or adjustmes will also be included in the updated CEDS.

The State Bottom Up Economic Development Strategy is included as a supplement to the CEDS. Custer
County will continue to work on the Bottom Up Strategy at the State level, while working on CEDS
projects ata Federal level. In any case, both strategies are vital to the economic growth of Custer
County and should be considered complimentary to each other.
